Program highlights include:  

Four day intensive training at UW-Richland. 
Travel, meals, and housing will be covered and 
students will also be paid a stipend ($7.50/hour) 
for the training (June 16-19, 2009). 
 
Followed by 10 thirty hour weeks of employment 
at $7.50/hour before classes begin to earn up to 
$2,250 (June 22-August 28).  
 
Employment during the school year (2009-2010) 
beginning September 2, 2009 in the IT depart-
ment.  Students will earn up to $3,600 working 
an average of 15 hours/week for 30 weeks, at 
$8.00/hour.  
 
Summer employment after freshman year at 
UW-Fond du Lac working in the IT Department. 
Approximately 14 weeks at $8.00/hour.          
Students can earn up to $3,360 during the   
summer.   
 
Employment during sophomore year  
(2010-2011) working an average of 15 
hours/week at $8.50/hour.

Computer literacy (experience with 
e-mail, web browsing, word      
processing) is helpful but not     
required. 

 
Personable, experience working 
with people, and good             
communication skills. 

 
Be able to work one night per 
week during school sessions.
